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All handlers must be 17yrs and over on the day of competition in open sections.

Handlers in Junior Handler section to be 10yrs & over and under 17yrs at the date of show. Junior Handlers may
exhibit either a horse or pony, class humbers will be limited.

Safe and tidy attire. No plaiting.

Handlers may enter as many sections/classes as they like. If the handler is not present when judging for a class
begins the handler will be eliminated from that class.

Colts and Stallions by prior permission of the organising committee.

No riding on the grounds.

Young stock classes must be 3 years or under at the time of the show. Birthday of horse is recognised as 1 August.
Adult stock - Mare / Gelding / Stallion classes stock must be 4 yrs and over.

Novice is a horse / pony which has not won more than 3 inhand conformation classes.

Ribbons to 6™ place.

Champion and Reserve Champion for each ring will be judged at the conclusion of each section, from the 1°*
placegetters of the Best Adult stock (Gelding or stallion, Best Mare) and Young Stock categories - 2™ placegetters to
stand by.

Champion & Reserve Champion in Junior Handler section will be at the Judges Discretion and will not be eligible for
Supreme Champion.

Youngstock Champion & Reserve will be judged at the conclusion of ALL sections (prior to Judging of Supreme) and
will be Judged from All 1 placegetters from youngstock classes.

Supreme Champion will be judged at the conclusion of all sections at the end of the day, all champions except junior
handler are expected to parade for Supreme.

Canterbury Riding Club and Courtenay A&P Assn accepts no responsibility for injury, loss or damage to property,
horse or pony or spectator.

In the event of sickness or injury, 75% of entry fees will be refunded if a Vet or Doctor’s certificate is produced to the
Show Secretary within 7 days of the competition. No other refunds will be made.

The organising committee reserves the right to combine, alter or delete classes. Competitors will be notified of any
class changes.

The organising committee reserves the right to ask for the removal from the grounds of any animal, which it considers
dangerous.

Any competitor found mistreating a horse will be eliminated.

Judges decision is final, no protest will be entered into.
