We have updated the CRC Awards rules...

Showing Award,

Points to be included from the CRC Inhand & Ridden Shows, points to be awarded for a
‘combination’ (one person & one horse is a combination, if someone else leads or rides that same
horse the points are deemed as a new combination) and the handler / rider MUST be a financial
member of CRC. Points to be awarded from 1st = 6 points to 6th = 1 point, championships = 10
points and reserve championships = 5 points.

If CRC are to hold a restricted show ie. a green horse show then the points will not be
combined but the highest points from either show will be used.

Versatility Award.

Points to be accumulated from all non showing competitions held by CRC, horses to be
competited in at least 2 competitions, (ie. dressage day & Jumping show) o be eligable. The
same 'combination’ rule from the above showing award and the 'points system' applies here.
The rider must be a financial member of CRC

Attendance

All financial members of CRC that attend CRC activities, ie. rallies, info evenings etc. will earn 1
point for attending, this award is for members only and the rider / horse combination is not
applied here.

Sportsmanship.

This is a nomination based award, for members of the CRC who are helpful to others, humble in
their winnings, a good role model for all.
